CURRICULUM 
 
Jewish History: Some of the most crucial as-
pects of Judaic self-knowledge stem from a 
clear understanding of Jewish history. This 
course covers the entire gamut of Jewish his-
tory, from Abraham all the way to the modern 
era. 
 
Jewish Living: Life as a Jew is greatly en-
riched by an understanding of the basic details 
and meanings of the rituals, customs, and ob-
servances of Jewish life.
